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How are the sustainable
development goals set?

n our previous articles discussing the

definition of sustainability and its re-
lationship to the charitable humanitarian
sector and the
associated chal-
lenges, we men-
tioned the seven-
teen Sustainable
Development
Goals  (SDGs)
adopted by the
United Nations.
The UN has
emphasized the
importance  of
activating these
goals and meas-
uring their real-world achievement, es-
tablishing specific targets and purposes
for each of the seventeen goals. In total,
there are 169 targets for these goals,
each with [ to 3 indicators that measure
the achievement of these “targets.” For
example, the first goal, which is “to end
poverty in all its forms everywhere,” has
7 targets. The first of these is “to eradi-
cate extreme poverty for all people eve-
rywhere by 2030,” which is currently

measured by the number of individuals
living on less than $1.25 a day. Its perfor-
mance indicator is *“the proportion of the
population living below the international
poverty line, classified by sex, age group,
employment status, and geographical
location (urban/rural).” This pattern ap-
plies to each goal. Overall, there are 304
indicators measuring the achievement of
these seventeen goals.

Arab countries have established an
indicator system to assess the achieve-
ment of the SDGs, comprising 105 in-
dicators, each assigned a specific score
(0-100) and a color from traffic light
signals (green, yellow, orange, or red)
to indicate performance. These indica-
tors aim to measure the progress made
toward achieving the SDGs, highlight-
ing gaps in both implementation and
data in Arab countries, and making this
information available to those interest-
ed in sustainability in the Arab world.

It is important to note that these
goals were selected in a “democratic”
manner, as stated by the UN, with 193
countries participating in their formula-
tion, along with many global civil soci-
ety organizations. The UN emphasizes
this point to highlight the inclusivity
of these goals and the consensus sur-
rounding their content and relevance.

ur discussion continues in our

journey regarding sustainability,
focusing on how it is viewed within
the humanitarian sector and how we
can leverage global literature, docu-
ments, and activities to activate values
of sustainability that align with our own
principles. We've reached the point of
discussing the United Nations’ adop-
tion of the 17
Sustainable
Development
Goals  (SDGs)
and the mecha-
nisms and indi-
cators used to
measure  their
achievement.

Our discus-
sion today is
about how

countries  or
organizations
achieve these goals and objectives set
by the United Nations. According to
paragraph 55 of the resolution adopting
the goals, the United Nations left this
matter to the capacity and capabilities
of each country. The document states
that ‘the Sustainable Development
Goals and their targets are integrated
and indivisible, and they are global
in nature and universally applicable,
considering different national reali-
ties, capacities, and levels of develop-
ment and respecting national policies
and priorities... Each govemment sets
its own national targets guided by the
global level of ambition, but consider-
ing national circumstances. Each gov-
emment also decides on the ways to
incorporate these ambitious global tar-
gets into national planning processes,
policies, and strategies. It is important
to consider the link between sustain-
able development and other ongoing
processes in the economic, social, and
environmental fields. The third point is
that there are many organizations con-

cerned with monitoring the achieve-
ment of these goals, whether they are
affiliated with the United Nations, such
as the Economic and Social Council, or
regional organizations, which we will
discuss later.

Dear reader, know that these sev-
enteen  Sustainable  Development
Goals are relevant to and fall within
the scope of work and responsibilities
of all sectors in the state, whether the
governmental, private, or third sec-
tor. Thus, working towards achiev-
ing these goals, bearing in mind their
purposes, is an important objective for
the charitable and humanitarian sec-
tor.Another important point to keep
in mind, dear reader, is a very crucial
observation: some involved in the hu-
manitarian and charitable sector focus
on the concept of sustainability only in
terms of financial sustainability for the
sector. While financial sustainability is
indeed of great importance to the sec-
tor, understanding the broader issues of
sustainability and its other dimensions,
as well as their impact on one another,
remains essential. This awareness must
be present in the minds of decision-
makers in the charitable and humani-
tarian sectors. Therefore, it is crucial
to promote education on sustainability,
raise awareness about it, and adapt and
align projects and initiatives to fulfill
these goals.

Therefore, charitable organizations,
for example, should adopt these goals
in their entirety and strive to achieve
them as much as they can, given their
capacity as voluntary humanitarian
institutions. This should be done con-
sidering our community’s values and
guidelines, alongside reviewing and
reflecting on certain aspects of these
goals through the lens of our Islamic
understanding of sustainability, and
this will be the subject of our next dis-
cussion .
